





Control of Methods of Fishing ~ Netting

Stringent controls exist near estuaries in order to
protect migratory Salmon and Trout.

If you intend to use a net either from a boat or on a
beach, you must ensure that you are fully aware of
SWSFC byelaws and Environment Agency legislation. It is
essential if you intend to set a net that you contact
SWSFC for the byelaw booklet as there are many areas
within the district where netting is either defined or
prohibited at certain times of the year.

Throughout the district shore nets are limited to:

* Length of net (200metres), one net per person

* Positioning of net — not within 200m of a freshwater
source or another net

* Marking of net — buoyed at each end and marked with
owners name & contact point

« Tending net — every 2 tides, preferably each tide.

* Minimum mesh sizes. (100mm) ie stretched
internal dimension

* Salmon or Seatrout (accidentally) taken must be
returned to the sea immediately (dead or alive)

Boat set nets are limited to :
* 100 metres in length
* QOtherwise similar to the above

Long lining (aka deadlines, nightlines)

are limited to :

* 200 metres max length

* buoyed at each end and marked with owners
name & contact point



Good Practice

Take your litter home, litter is unsightly and often a
danger to people and the environment.

Dispose of old fishing tackle and line appropriately,
pick up any abandoned tackle left by others.

Do not leave dead fish and bait on beaches, this is
unpleasant for other beach users.

Return all unwanted, undersize or bycatch

carefully and alive.

Do not use nets in sensitive areas eg. recreational
beaches, navigable channels or close to wildlife sites.
Civil liability for damages may arise if a net is set
recklessly.

All Salmonid species whether dead or alive must be
returned to the sea unless you hold a relevant
Environment Agency Licence.

Replace all overturned rocks to their original

position when collecting crabs for bait.

Back fill holes.

Only take what you need. ;
Ensure you have means of measuring and |dentlfylng .
any (shell)fish caught- A length of marked guttering,
rod rest or retractable tape are popular choices.
Treat all fishing gears with respect, do not tamper
with, or remove any shellfish, fish from pots or nets-It
is a criminal offence to do so unless you have the
necessary Fishery Officer powers.
